1. SCOPE  & APPLICATION:  

This SOP describes the flow chart of blood donor complex activity from the arrival of blood donor, counselling, registration, donor selection, blood collection and further management in form of giving refreshment / rest to the donor.
2. RESPONSIBILITY: 

The medical social worker is responsible for donor registration and the counsellor for counselling. The Medical officer is responsible for determining the suitability of donor for blood donation. He/she should confirm that the criteria are fulfilled after evaluation of health history questionnaire and medical examination including the results of pre donation screening tests. The phlebotomist could be trained staff nurse or medical officer or lab technician as and when required.
3. Procedure

Flow Chart for Donor Complex

Welcome the donor and assist to fill donor questionnaire to gather information.


Explain the need to give correct information and take informed concent for blood donation


Hb Estimation and weight taken.


Collect the information on blood donor card as per prescribed format.


Donor goes into the donor screening room. Doctor selects or reject donor on the basis of

history and examination. Selected donors are given sequential donor numbers and printed 
label is stuck on the donor card. Donor goes to the Phlebotomy room with the card.


Bags and tube are prepared after identity confirmation.


Phlebotomy area prepared.


Blood collected


Donor sent to refreshment area after resting for some time with instructions and replacement slip.
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
